The magnificent Seward House Museum, former  

residence of William H. Seward, was a stop on  

the Underground Railroad.  Learn about Seward’s  

exciting life as Secretary of State, and on President  

Lincoln’s “Team of Rivals.” He was also a leading  

figure in the purchase of Alaska.

Tiffany Stained Glass Windows
Willard Memorial Chapel 

In the mid 1890’s two sisters, Georgiana  

and Caroline Willard, commissioned the only  

complete and unaltered Tiffany-designed  

religious interior known to exist in the world.

Another stunning example of Tiffany’s artistry can be 

found at the Westminster Presbyterian Church. Here 

you will find the unforgettable Tiffany Rainbow Window 

created in 1910.

Cayuga Museum of History & Art

Once the private residence for the Willard-Case  

families, the Cayuga Museum features exhibits about 

the history and art of Auburn and Cayuga County.  

Enjoy your tour through this elegant Greek Revival style  

mansion, which includes a Tiffany window.

Case Research Lab Museum

Behind the museum you will find the Case  

Research Lab where the first commercially  

successful system of recording sound on  

film was invented in 1924 by Theodore  

Case. Tour the lab and learn how this  

amazing invention was made.

Modern Pleasures
Schweinfurth Memorial Art Center 

Step into modern time at this multi-arts facility  

featuring contemporary exhibitions on fine arts, 

architecture and design. “Made in NY” presented  

in the spring, and “Quilts=Art=Quilts” presented  

in the fall, are very popular annual exhibits. 

Walk or Drive
Fort Hill Cemetery

The Fort Hill Cemetery area was used as a fort and 

burial grounds by Iroquois Indians as early as 1100 A.D. 

It now includes the burial sites of William H. Seward, 

Harriet Tubman, suffragette Martha Coffin Wright, and 

Col. Myles Keogh who fought with Gen. Custer at the 

Battle of Little Big Horn. Visitors can either drive or walk 

through the gated cemetery.

South Street Mansions

The two-mile stretch south of the Seward House  

Museum is a designated historic district full of  

magnificent homes showcasing various styles of  

19th century architecture. 

Performing Arts
Auburn Public Theater 

The heart of downtown is home to Auburn 

Public Theater — hosting comedy acts,  

plays, open mike nights, lectures, dance performances, 

weekend cinema, and more. 

Merry-Go-Round Playhouse 

If visiting Auburn during late May - October, take in 

a Broadway musical at Merry-Go-Round Playhouse, 

located in picturesque Emerson Park on Owasco Lake.

Directions to Auburn 
From the Oswego area (North)
Take Route 104 West to Route 34 South to Auburn.

From the Syracuse area (Northeast)
Take Route 690 West to Route 5 West to Auburn.

From the Rochester area (Northwest)
Take Interstate I-90 East to Exit 41 Waterloo/Seneca Falls.  

Take a RIGHT on Route 414 South. Turn LEFT onto Route 318. 

Continue on Rt. 318 and take a LEFT on Routes 5 & 20,  

and follow to Auburn.

From the Binghamton area (Southeast)
Take Route 81 North to Exit 12 Homer. Take Route 41 North to 

Skaneateles. Take a LEFT on Route 20 through Skaneateles, 

continue 6 miles to Auburn.

From the Ithaca area (Southwest)
Take Route 34 North to Auburn.
